From the dry plains of La Mancha to the sea-
kissed Levante and on through southern Spain - 
historic Andalucía, is home to fascinating 
architecture, colourful traditions, delicious food 
and elegant, sophisticated wines. SEVILLE, 
romantic and charming, the city of Carmen and 
Don Juan where traffic-free streets are tightly 
packed with magnificent monuments and 
buzzing tapas bars. In JEREZ the unique wine 
bodegas have old-world charm, style and 
appeal far removed from the stainless steel 
production lines other wine producing areas. In 
CADIZ history and art combine with the cityΩǎ 
spectacular situation while SAN LUCAR de 
BARRAMEDA is home to a wonderful bird 
reserve, produces sensational wines, and has 
delicious fresh seafood restaurants.  
As in Portugal, our eyes will be opened to new 
tastes and superb unusual wines, from delicate 

finos, luscious, unctuous Pedro Ximénez-

based wines, to delicate, fragrant and 
beautiful old olorosos

In September warmth we take advantage of SEVILLEΨǎ well-
earned reputation for elegance and charm. With our 
knowledgeable local guides, we visit the Royal Moorish 
palaces of the ALCAZAR, the magnificent 15th century 
CATAHEDRAL and stroll the tightly-packed streets of the 
Barrio Santa Cruise.   
In the evening we will have a private visit to the CASA de 
PILATOS, a glorious mix of Mudéjar, Gothic and Renaissance 
styles and enjoy the personal art collection of the Dukes of 
Medinaceli. Guided by our local guru, Roger we will tuck 
into wine and tapas at {ŜǾƛƭƭŜΩǎ oldest tapas bar and dine at 
a stylish modern restaurant.    
Next day as the guests of one of SpainΩs great family 
dynasties, the DOMECQS we see their famous estate, lunch 
with them and witness a spectacular horseback ceremony.  
In JEREZ de la FRONTERA, Roger will take us to visit 
BODEGAS LUSTAU, possibly the most prestigious bodega in 
Spain. Founded in 1896 by Don José Berdejo the company 
owns some of the great Domecq brands before we continue 
to FERNANDO de CASTILLA for a private bodegas lunch with 
Jan Pettersen, a renowned and unusual master in the 
production and ageing of fine, unblended, untreated 
sherries. As a small sherry house, their global recognition is based on 
the excellence of their intensely pure single Solera Sherries.    
 
CADIZ, with its perfect harbour, is a city of grand open squares, 
turreted houses and alleys redolent of the days of sail and empire and 
offers amazing art treasures and seafood. Beside the sea, SANLUCAR 
de BARRAMEDA, is the port from which both Magellan and Columbus 
sailed and is steeped in maritime history. At LA GITANA we will be the 
guests of Javier Hidalgo who creates tangy salty manzanillas, in 
particular their less filtered, more intense and limited Manzanilla La 
Gitana En Rama - the perfect drink for us to savour during a seafood 
lunch overlooking Coto Doñana National Park, a haven for flamingo and 
even the Imperial eagle. But no visit to Andalucía would be complete 
without flamenco which will precede our final eveningΩs dinner. 

 
 
 
 

 



 
Fri 22nd Sept:  arrive Seville:  transfer* (40 mins) to Corray del Rey close to 
the cathedral in Seville, (2 nights).  Wine Tasting, Tapas & Dinner with 
ROGER DAVIES at {ŜǾƛƭƭŜΩǎ ƻƭŘŜǎǘ ǿƛƴŜ ōŀǊΣ El Rinconillo.    
 

Sat 23rd Sept: morning guided walking tour of the ALCAZAR, CATHEDRAL 
and BARRIO SANTA CRUZ. Lunch & afternoon at leisure. Evening transfer to 
CASA de PILATOS:  private tour of this superb palace and private art 
collection. Dinner at one of SevilleΩs best restaurants - El Contenedor.   
 

Sun 24th Sept: transfer (1 hr) to join the Domecq family at their Estancia Los 
Alburejos TORRESTRELLA. Private visit. See traditional breeding of superb 
Andalusian horses with horse-back Ψ¢ƛŜƴǘŀΩ demonstration: tapas lunch. 

Transfer (45 mins) to Hacienda de San Rafael (3 nights). Dinner al fresco if the 
weather permits. 
 

Mon 25th Sept: accompanied by ROGER, transfer 
(45 mins) to elegant JEREZ.  Visit prestigious 
BODEGAS LUSTAU.  Continue for tasting and 
private hosted lunch at FERNANDO de CASTILLA. 
Dinner at the Hacienda.  
 

Tues 26th Sept: After a lazy morning to enjoy a 
swim or game of tennis in the gardens at the Hacienda, or visit Jerez in your 
own time, we spend the afternoon (1 hr transfer) in CADIZ. With its perfect natural harbour, much of the 18th century 
walls remain protectively 
preserving the  old town 
from the sea. Our walking 
tour through the sailorsΩ 
alleyways will take us 
amongst turreted houses, 
past typical mirador 
facades to the elegant 
Museum to see the 
Phoenician jewellery and 
artefacts, some fine Goya 
frescoes and a brilliant El Greco before dinner at one 
of AndaluciaΩs very best fish restaurants.  
 

Wed 27th Sept: A short drive (40 mins) takes us to the 
coast takes us to SANLUCAR de BARRAMEDA   where 

we will be the guests of Javier Hidalgo at LA GITANA. 

A moment in the vineyard precedes a very privileged 
insiderΩs visit tasting some of their delicate, salty 
manzanillas before Javier joins us for an informal 
seafood lunch on the waterfront.  In the late afternoon 
we return to the Hacienda. Before our final dinner at 
the Hacienda there will be a lively FLAMENCO FAREWELL danced in the gardens under the olive trees.

HOTELS  

CORRAL DEL REY (2 nights): our hotel in the centre of Seville situated 5 minutes from the cathedral, was once a 17th 
Century palace. Carefully-restored this small luxury hotel provides stylish, comfortable accommodation, a roof terrace 
and plunge pool. Weather permitting, the charming outdoor roof terrace will be the perfect 
place to relax with glass in hand after excitements of the city. 

HACIENDA de SAN RAFAEL: set in the peaceful countryside between Seville and Jerez this traditional Hacienda was once 
an 18th century olive estate. Six acres of gardens surround the hotel: there are charming garden villas, three pools, two 
bars and both indoor and outdoor restaurants providing a charming setting. The individually designed rooms, each with 
its own veranda were breakfast is served have beautiful antiques and textiles.  Well placed for nearby Seville, Jerez and 
Cadiz, the privately owned Hacienda will offer a delightful contrast after the bustle of life in Seville.
